ARTICLE IV

USCA TITLED EVENT QUALIFICATION AND ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA
A.
Qualifications for entry in the USCA National Championship are as follows.

1.
Membership in good standing in the USCA.

2.
Players in the National Championships must have played in a Regional Championship within the previous two years.

3.
The following players shall be pre-qualified for Championship Flight:

a.
The 1st-6th place singles and 1st-3rd place doubles finishers from the previous National Championship.

b.
The top six players from championship flight singles and the top three teams from championship flight doubles in each Regional Championship during the current year. 

c.
National Singles and Doubles Champions from the last 2- 5 years.

d.
Hall of Fame members  (current handicap will determine which Flight).

e.
All active resident players (U.S., Canada and Bermuda) with a handicap of 0 or below (active is defined as having played in at least one USCA sanctioned tournament during the preceding 12 months).

f.
Any foreign player with a handicap of 0 or below who is a member in good standing in the USCA.

g.
In the event of over-subscription of pre-qualified players in the Championship Flight, entries will be accepted based upon the priority of the prequalification categories listed above (i.e. all applications within category 2.a shall be given preference over applications within category 2.b., etc.) and within each category by the order in which the entries are received by the USCA office.

4. 
All players not pre-qualified who wish to play in the Championship Flight shall notify the USCA office of their desire to enter and shall be placed on the waiting list. Players on the waiting list will be accepted subject to availability in the following order:

a.
USCA handicap.

b.
In the event of the same handicap, order of finish in a Regional Tournament during the current year.

c.
The order in which the entries are received by the USCA office.

5.
Presidential exemption. Each year the USCA President may invite up to three individuals who have not met the eligibility criteria to compete in the National Championships.

6.
All other flights other than Championship Flight will be open events with preference given in the event of over-subscription in the following order:

a.
Players who played in a current Regional Tournament.

b.
The order in which the entries are received by the USCA office
